Code Enforcement Corner  
Minor Works  

If you are considering repainting or replacing roofing within the 

historic district, then good news, this may qualify as a minor 

works. According to Section 13.10 of the Town Historic District 

regulations òordinary maintenance or repair of any exterior archi-

tectural feature in the Beaufort Historic District which does not in-

volve a change in design, material or outer appearanceó does not 

require a COA. These items are considered òMinor Works.ó Below 

are two examples:  

ǒRepainting or òtouching upó your home must be done in the 

same color.   

ǒReplacement roofing must be completed using same materials, 

colors, and design.  

These òMinor Workó items do require completion and submittal 

of a COA application, but they do not require review by the His-

toric Preservation Committee . Instead, they are reviewed by Town 

Zoning and Planning staff for consistency with the historic design 

guidelines.
