As the Mayor mentioned in a previous newsletter water and sewer rate
increases are coming. With the adoption of the FY19 Budget the Commissioners
approved rate increases that are necessary to continue operating the Utility
Fund and keep it from going bankrupt. Below is a comparison of the current
rates, new rates and bill examples with different usage amounts. Solid waste
fees will increase by $1.19 per month to cover the cost of solid waste collection.
