1. CALL TO ORDER 

 

Chairman Wilson called the meeting to order. 

 

2. PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE 

 

Chairman Wilson asked all those in attendance to stand and join in the Pledge of Allegiance. 

 

3. OATH OF OFFICE 

 

Michele Davis, Town Clerk administered the Oath of Office to the recently appointed members of the 

Commission.

4. ROLL CALL 

Town Clerk, Michele Davis called roll and declared a quorum present for the meeting. 

5. AGENDA APPROVAL 

 

Member McCune moved for the approval of the agenda.  Member Park seconded the motion with all 

members being in favor. 

 

6. SELECTION OF CHAIR AND VICE-CHAIR 

 

Member Davidson moved for Dan Krautheim to be named as Chairman of the Historic Preservation 

Commission.  Member Park seconded the motion with all members in favor. 

 

Member Park moved for Mamre Wilson to be named as the Vice-Chairman.  Member McCune seconded 

the motion with all members in favor.  

 

7. APPROVAL OF THE MINUTES 
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Member Wilson stated she had provided corrections to the minutes to Michele Davis, Town Clerk.  

Member Park made a motion to approve the minutes.  Member McCune seconded the motion with all 

members being in favor. 

 

5. ADMINISTRATION OF OATHS 

 

Chairman Krautheim entered the following documents into the record: (1) the Beaufort National Historic 

District Survey compiled by Ruth Little, 1997; (2) Beaufort, An Album of Memories by Jack Dudley; (3) 

the Beaufort Historic District Guidelines; (4) the Town of Beaufort Zoning Ordinance; (5) NC Building 

Code Chapter 34, Section 3407-1 on Historic Buildings; and (6) the Town of Beaufort Strategic Approach 

for Growth (Adopted 10/11/1999). 

 

Chairman Krautheim explained the Historic Commission is a quasi-judicial body, which requires anyone 

presenting testimony to be under oath.  Town Clerk, Michele Davis administered the oath to the 

Commission members and anyone wishing to speak on any application to be heard during the meeting. 

 

6. OLD BUSINESS 

 

Town Planner, Kyle Garner informed the commission members Mr. Duncan should be bringing a design 

for the door by the next meeting. 

 

7. CONSIDERATION OF APPLICATIONS 

 

 1. John and Mary Charles Cartnerð712 Ann Street 

  Historic Plaque 

 

Chairman Krautheim opened the public hearing. 

 

Mr. John Cartner introduced himself and his wife and stated he was here asking for a plaque for the 

house.   

 

Member Park stated since Member Wilson did the research everyone should be comfortable with the 

information. 

 

Member Sadler asked how the name and date of the house was determined.  Member Wilson did the 

research on the house in 2003.  She indicated that on page 2 of the research the family owned the property 

and sold part of it to the brother.  Member Wilson stated the house name is the James H. Potter, Jr. House 

circa 1910.  A discussion was held regarding exact date for the house. 

 

Member Sadler mentioned the Ruth Little survey listed it as 1910 and that it was not on the map in 1897 

and it was on the map in 1914. 

 

Mr. Cartner stated he had found an artifact in the attic of the house signed by the man who had built the 

house and that was dated 1910. 

 

Member Sadler moved for the plaque to be approved with Member Masters seconding the motion.  All 

members were in favor of the motion. 

 

Chairman Krautheim declared the house name will be James H. Potter, Jr. circa 1910. 
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 2. Margaret Parkð112 Moore Street 

  Roof Replacement 

 

Member Park recused herself for the discussion on this item. 

 

Chairman Krautheim opened the public hearing. 

 

Marnie Park was present to answer questions for the commission.  She is requesting the roof be replaced 

on the guest house.  The new roof will be a standing seam metal roof, just like the main house has 

currently. 

 

Chairman Krautheim asked if anyone had any questions. 

 

Member McCune asked if the roof will be painted or remain unpainted.  Ms. Park stated it will not be 

painted. 

 

Chairman Krautheim closed the public hearing. 

 

Member Sadler discussed guideline 6.1.2  

 

1. Guideline 6.1.2 (pg. 48)τRoof Guidelines: 
Preserve, maintain, and repair historic roofing details and materials such as slate, standing 
seam metal, and tile.  Replace in-kind only if necessary due to deterioration or damage.  
Replace only the damaged or deteriorated portion using materials identical to the original if 
possible.   

Member Sadler stated that the request is compliant based on what has been submitted by the applicant the 

proposed roof is to be a standing seam metal roof  and is consistent with the guidelines and the existing 

main structure.  He also commented on Guideline 6.1.3. 

2. Guideline 6.1.3 (pg. 48)τRoof Guidelines: 
New roofing materials should be compatible with either the existing or original roofing 
material.  Match the historic material as closely as possible in color, shape, size and texture.  
Asphalt or fiberglass shingles are acceptable substitutes for standing seam tin, wood 
shingles, or metal shingles.  Any distinctive patterns of shingles or slates shall be retained 
and/or replicated exactly.  Galvanized standing seam with a large agricultural ridge, usually 
for ventilation, is not acceptable in the historic district.  Instead, use standing seam metal 
with a crimped edge.   
 

Member Sadler stated that the request is compliant based on what has been submitted by the applicant the 

proposed roof is to be a standing seam metal roof and is consistent with the guidelines and the existing 

main structure.  He continued by saying in his review there were no other guidelines that applied to this 

application. 

 

Member Sadler moved for the approval of the findings of fact based on the guidelines 6.1.2 and 6.1.3 as 

being compliant with the historic guidelines.  Member Davidson seconded the motion with all members 

being in favor. 
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Member McCune moved for the issuance of the Certificate of Appropriateness for the roof replacement at 

112 Moore Street.  Member Masters seconded the motion with all members being in favor. 

 

8. COMMISSION AND STAFF COMMENTS 

 

Chairman Krautheim asked if anyone had any comments they would like to make. 

 

Member Sadler stated we enter four documents into the record and asked if the documents need to be 

physically present during the meeting.  He asked why the Strategic Planning Document was included in 

the record. 

 

The commission asked for the documents to be in the Train Depot during each meeting. 

 

Member McCune stated he liked the parking signs that have been installed by the Town. 

 

9. ADJOURNMENT 

 

Member McCune moved for the meeting to adjourn.  Member Davidson seconded the motion with all
