Confidence is HIGH that lan will bring MODERATE impacts to eastern NC.

Long duration of elevated water levels. Minor to moderate coastal flooding possible through the
Friday night with peak values of 2-4 ft above ground level. Highest confidence of 2 to 4 feet Is
along the Neuse River.

Potential for flash flooding due to heavy tropical rains, minor river flooding possible.

Prolonged period of gusty northeast/east winds through Friday night.

A few tornadoes possible tonight through Friday.

Strong winds and large/dangerous seas 6 to 15 feet through the weekend.
